This race meeting will be conducted under the Rules and
Regulations of the Australian Flyball Association.

Countback rule will apply at the end of the day in the event of a
division tie, as per the AFA Rules and Regulations.

Judges will signal when the warm-up period begins and again with
30 seconds remaining.
If a team is ready to race before the end of the 90 seconds, they
may indicate this to the judge. If there is a clash, please advise the
judge in advance, where possible.

Please include all dog heights on your timesheets, and ensure dogs
are circled before the race. 

Check that all information, including a dog‘s crn, is correct prior to
signing off at the completion of the day‘s racing.

The grass-area to the left of the ring, as well as behind the ring, is
allocated for all cabanas. All shelter structures must be securely
pegged & tied down for safety. On-deck shelters will be available
for teams waiting to enter the ring. Crates and personal shelters are
not permitted to be set-up or stored along ring boundaries, in
official areas, or within permanent structures.

Welcome to the Show

All teams are requested to voluntarily steward throughout the meet
to avoid unnecessary racing delays.
All stewards have the responsibility to raise their flag if they
observe a safety issue or infringement of the rules during the race.
e.g. a box or line steward may notice a potential hazard in the run-
back area and signal to bring it to the judge’s attention.

Extra vigilance to prevent dogs from eating
dropped food should be observed. Flyball dogs should not be left
unattended, must be crated, and are not permitted to be off-lead
outside of the flyball ring.

You’ll find many options available only a short walk away. 

Just remember that all flyball dogs must remain within the dog
arena.

Tickets are $2 each, 3 for $5, 7 for $10 or 15 for $20. They can be
purchased using cash or via the SQUARE terminal card system.

The Raffle will be drawn immediately preceding the presentation
ceremony. Tickets will be drawn until all prizes have been claimed.
