Apologies – Apologies from John Lennox, Geoff Coleman, 
Item 1.  Minutes of 2015/16 AGM

Moved Karen Bland Seconded Susan Walkerden that the 2015/16 AGM Minutes be accepted. CARRIED

Item 2.  Matters Arising from the Minutes

Nil matters arising.

Item 3.  Presidents Report.

Richard Mellon read his 2016/17 Presidents Report, which would be available for members to read on the AFA Web. Richard provided an overview of achievements in 2016/17 and activity statistics for the year. He thanked the outgoing Committee for its work throughout the year. 
Item 4 Financial Statements and Auditors Report.

The Treasurer moved that the 2016/17 AFA Financial Statements and the accompanying Auditors Report be accepted, Seconded Robyn Ferguson, and invited any comments or questions.  No questions or comments.

Moved Pat Byrne that the Financial Reports be adopted.  CARRIED.

Item 5.    Announcement of results of postal Rules ballots

The President asked the Secretary to read the results of the postal ballot for the Rule change motion re abolition of rear steward. The Secretary advised the meeting that the Motion submitted to members had received the required majority needed for adoption as follows:

79 Yes, 0 No, 1 abstained.

Item 7. Member Motions.

The President indicated that at the close date specified in the Constitution there had been seven-member resolutions submitted for ballot. In order to be passed each Motion needs to obtain a 75% majority of members present and Voting. The Motions are shown below together with voting results:
Motion 1 that the AFA acknowledges Les’s tireless dedication to Flyball by introducing the new title of the “Les Scott Award” into the points system. The award would be gained at 712 points in recognition of Les’s CRN (712). Ian Ferguson spoke against the Motion on the basis that it would be more appropriate to recognise Les via a perpetual annual award.

Motion 2– that the amended Points table including the Les Scott Award outlined in the detailed Motion be adopted. The Motion was withdrawn on basis that it was tied to the first Motion which had been defeated. 
Motion 3 That the “Awards” in the points table include the prior title name as well as the Award name.

Motion 5 To remove rule (g), Chapter 5 from the AFA Rule Book dealing with display of CRNs.

For 87 Against 19 Abstain 5 Motion Carried.
Motion 6 That the ring has a minimum runback of 60 feet.
For 26   Against 90 Abstain 4 Motion Lost.
Motion 7 Remove the requirement for flyball boxes to have a minimum ball flight of 24 inches.
For 28 Against 74   Abstain 11 Motion Lost.
Item 8.   AFA Annual Awards.

Martin Watt nominated for S.A. position and accepted. No other nominations – elected.

Josh Ellen nominated for the Victorian position. Josh accepted. No other nominations. Josh Declared elected.

A secret ballot of the Queensland and NSW members at the AGM was conducted for the Representatives position - Candice Leighton elected as Queensland Representative and Louise Stephen as NSW Representative. 
After the Regional Representative elections, the Returning Officer advised the Meeting that the following 7 candidates were elected to the General Committee unopposed: Jennifer Crane, Frank Lux, Julie Pamplin, Leah Dutch, Steve Pitt, Aline Sinclair and Shireen Pitt.
